
Family Action Centers of Colusa County
Minutes of Public Meeting

The meeting of the Family Action Centers of Colusa County Board was called to order at 1:07 p.m. at the Williams Family Action Center, 901 E Street, Williams, California.  Board members Lora Ceccon, Ellie Sandoval, and Cynthia Engrahm were present constituting a quorum to begin the meeting led by Lora Ceccon, Chairperson.

Items discussed in accordance with the publicly posted agenda were as follows:  

2.  Approval of October 20, 2008 Minutes
Minutes were reviewed.  Director Engrahm moved to approve the minutes as presented; motion seconded by Director Sandoval; the motion passed by unanimous voice vote (3/0). 

3.  Fiscal Update

4.  CBET Update

Ms. Trueblood and Ms. Huson presented information on the progress of working with the Colusa County Office of Education to secure a credentialed instructor for the English as a Second Language Classes. Director Engrahm moved to approve the change of delivery of board packets as presented; motion seconded by Director Sandoval; motion passed by unanimous voice vote (3/0). 
6.  Arbuckle Center Update

Ms Trueblood provided the board with an update of the Arbuckle Family Action Center programs and services.  The recent events of the Coats for Colusa and Food Distribution were very well attended and consistently become more of a need as economic times worsen.  

7.  Williams Center Update
Ms Huson provided the board with an update of the Williams Family Action Center programs and services.  The Coats for Colusa will take place in Williams on November 20.  They will also be distributing board games and sporting materials at the Grand Opening of the North View Park on November 18.  

8.  Open Discussion

Director Engrahm suggested the possibility of raising money and the collection of new shoes for distribution to K-3 students at the elementary schools.  All agreed it is a worthwhile endeavor.  All present directors and staff will begin spreading the word and gathering needed information.  

The directors also decided to forgo the December Board Meeting as it is a busy time of year and complies with the Bylaws.
