Lora Ceccon informed the FACCC Board of Directors that the FACCC was not included in the ARRA/HPRP grant application.  The Hands Up program was named as the partnering agency.   
10.  Children’s Health Insurance Program Reauthorization Act Grant Application
Jennifer Long submitted the Children’s Health Insurance Program Reauthorization Act (CHIPRA) Grant application on behalf of the Family Action Centers of Colusa County.  Ms. Long was able to obtain a letter of support from the California Department of Health and Human Services.  If awarded, this 2 year grant will provide $90,000 to help provide comprehensive, affordable, and continuous health insurance to children in Colusa County.  (help assist Colusa County children in receiving comprehensive. . .)
11. Annie B’s Community Drive

Betty Huson and Kim Trueblood updated the board of directors on the Annie B’s Community Drive.  All funds donated to the Family Action Centers of Colusa County on the Annie B’s Community Drive website in August and September will receive matching funds.  An email contact list was reviewed.
