Items discussed in accordance with the publicly posted agenda were as follows:  

2.  Approval October 6, 2009 Minutes
Minutes were reviewed.  Bonnie Davies moved to approve the October 6, 2009 minutes as presented; motion seconded by Ginger Harlow; the motion passed by voice vote (3/0). 

3. Fiscal Report and Review of Paid Invoices

7. Audit Requirement Update
