Items discussed in accordance with the publicly posted agenda were as follows:

2.  Approval of June 24, 2008 Minutes

Ms. Huson distributed and discussed a written report on recent Williams Family Action Center activities and numbers served.

Director Davies informed the board that the Colusa County Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) received an increase in flu vaccinations this year and will be distributing them throughout the county to all those who qualify.  The centers may be used as a distribution center for DHHS.  
Director Ceccon presented to the board that the FACCC should perhaps participate in the Colusa Old Tyme Christmas and the Williams Festival of Lights.  After discussion, it was decided there would be participation in the Williams Festival of Lights as there is a center located in Williams.  There would be no participation in the Colusa Old Tyme Christmas as there is no center there and it may cause confusion for the public.
